MILLINGTON, Tenn. During Domestic Violence Awareness Month this October, Navy officials, along with the Family Advocacy Program (FAP), remind everyone that domestic violence hurts us all, and it is everyone’s duty to report it. ”Every sailor can help stop abuse by taking a stand when they see co-workers abusing a spouse or partner, either verbally or physically,” said rear Admiral Annette E. Brown, who was the senior uniformed member representing the Navy on the Defense Task Force on Domestic Violence. “Our people can also help by just speaking up about the value of a relationship that is based on equality.”

FAP, a component of the Fleet and Family Support Program (FFSC), offers

prevention, identification, treatment, follow-up and education to children and spouses from abuse. “Domestic violence is a readiness issue for the Navy and is not compatible with the core values of the Navy – honor, courage, and commitment,” Brown said. “As long as there remains even one domestic violence case, there is one too many”. 

Suspicion of abuse is all that is needed to file a report, and it can be done anonymously. FAP and the task force urge all hands not to be afraid to take a stand. One intervention can save a life.
